Time: Assemble at the Westham Island Estate Winery at 11 AM
Place:  2170 Westham Island Road, Ladner, on Westham Island

Lunch:  Taverna Gorgona is located at 5047   48th Avenue in Ladner. We will meet there at 12:15 PM. Follow River Road West back into the village of Ladner and turn left at Delta Street. The restaurant is near the intersection of Delta Street and 48th Avenue. Lunch 

Cost: A la Carte – order from the Taverna Gorgona menu and separate checks will be issued.

Directions from the north:  Take Highway 99 south through the Massey Tunnel and take the second exit onto Highway 17 and go toward the Tsawassen Ferry terminal.  Turn right (west) at the Ladner Trunk Road and drive through Ladner. The road changes names several times. Ladner Trunk Road becomes 48th Avenue. After the road curves to the left at the intersection of Arthur Drive, it becomes 47 A Avenue, which becomes River Road West. Continue on River Road West and turn right to cross over the Westham Island Bridge. This bridge is one lane so yield to oncoming traffic. Follow Westham Island Road to the Winery at 2170 Westham Island Road.
Directions from the south/east: Take the same exit to Highway 17 and follow the above directions or join the Ladner Trunk farther east and follow it straight through Lander as above.
