PROGRAM NOTES

There will be a self-guided tour of the Capilano Salmon Hatchery. The hatchery is located south of Grouse Mountain along the Capilano River below Cleveland Dam. There are numerous displays and the fish ladders have lots of salmon at this time of year. The hatchery walkways are paved and there are shallow ramps and/or wide steps. Most of the hatchery display area is covered and a few seating benches are available. 

Passengers can be dropped off at the start of the display, but the parking is about 50 metres back up the road. When I (Courtney Mitchell) checked the site out on Oct. 5th in the rain, there were lots of salmon in the ladders. Accessibility was pretty good for those of us with walking difficulties – I did not really need my trekking pole.  I think it is do-able for those with walking difficulties provided they are dropped off at the start of the display. In addition, I saw numerous interesting birds so you may wish to bring binoculars if you are a bird watcher. It is a very beautiful location even when raining. 

Please dress appropriately for the weather with good walking shoes and fall type clothing.
Directions to the Capilano Salmon Hatchery:

1. Take Capilano Road north from the Upper Levels highway (Highway #1),  

or 

2. Take the North Vancouver exit from the Lions Gate Bridge and turn left (north) onto Capilano Road at the stop lights. 

3. Proceed north on Capilano Road. Drive 0.4 km beyond the Capilano Suspension Bridge. Turn left onto Capilano Park Road using the short left turn lane just before a crosswalk with a pedestrian island.  Proceed 1.3 km to the very end of the road (passing the various parking spaces for “Camp Capilano”). There is a passenger drop off circle, if required, but the parking spaces are about 50 metres back up the road.

Time: 10:30 A.M. Meet at the Hatchery. The tour is self guided and should take no more than 45 minutes. There are excellent walking paths in the area, so anyone who wishes to walk and investigate the area should arrive early.

Lunch: 11:45 A.M. Meet at the Rockford Grill, 1493 Marine Drive, North Vancouver, BC. 
Directions to the Rockford Grill: Return south on Capilano road and turn left on Marine Drive. The restaurant is located a few blocks east on the southeast corner of the intersection of Marine Drive and McGowan. There is a parking lot just east of the restaurant. The restaurant serves international flavours and tries to use local growers.  They serve soups, salads, sandwiches and burgers, plus grill, oven and wok entrees. Website:  http://rockfordgrill.com/
